What 

about bringing Shane and Liam  to 

Colorado to increase their exposure 

and chances of finding a home?  

After all, they werenôt getting any 

younger.  The Best Friends staff 

drove Shane and Liam out to 

Colorado in October 2007.  It took 

the boys a while to get used to 

everyday living.  They werenôt sure 

about the sounds of a humming 

vacuum or the chug of a coffee 

maker, but eventually they adapted.  

Initially, we tried to place the boys 

together.  We werenôt getting any 

calls, so I made the difficult 

decision to put the boys in separate 

foster homes.  It was a gut 

wrenching decision, but I felt the 

opportunity for them to find homes 

separately was much greater than if 

we insisted they stay together. 

Shane went to Good Sam foster 

mom Jeanette Sherwoodôs place in 

Longmont, and Liam went to Janet 

St. Clairôs home in Kiowa.  The 

foster parents reported that both 

boys seemed to be doing fine in 

their prospective foster homes and 

didnôt seem to miss each other too 

much. 

A couple from Morrison went to 

visit Shane and decided to make 

him part of their family.  They had 

a family of cats and wanted to 

adopt a dog that would be totally 

cat safe.  Jonathon and Lynae 

Kamm took Shane home, and 

though it took him a while to come 

out of his shell, I believe he knew 

this was his Forever Family at last. 

Then something truly amazing 

happened.  The Kamms learned that  

Their lives are in our hands.

I was lamenting the fact that I had separated them in an effort to find them homes, 

but Janet St. Clair told me it was the right thing to do.  Had they met Shane and Liam on their first visit, and had 

we insisted they go together, the couple might not have taken both dogs.  But when the family had time to get 

Shane adjusted to their home and were ready for another dog, Liam was there waiting.  These two were meant to 

be together.

My family had an especially hard year in the pet department last year. We had 2 older dogs and a middle-aged 

cat at the beginning of the year, but the oldest dog died in January. She was 16 and had a good, long life. Then, 

our cat developed cancer. We could see no other option than putting him to sleep in July, which was very hard 

since he was only 8 years old - but we didn't want him to suffer. Then our 14 year old Malamute mix became so 

decrepit and was in such pain that we had to put her to sleep in August as well. We were grieving for our pets, 

but our house seemed empty without an animal, so we adopted a kitten from a local rescue. We totally fell in 

love with that little kitten, but then she came down with a very rare illness (Feline Infectious Peritonitis aka 

FIP) and would have died in great pain, so we had to put her to sleep in November - the day before my 

daughter's 8
th
 birthday party. 

At this point we were totally heartbroken, and frankly a little afraid to try again. But my husband and I had both 

grown up with pets so it was inevitable that we would go ahead and adopt a little feral kitten from our 

neighbor's barn when asked. She was afraid of us at first but is now almost as affectionate as our first kitten had 

been. The only thing left to do was find a dog.  

Our friends at the Good Samaritan Pet Center helped us by 

forwarding numerous pictures and descriptions of dogs in need of 

a home. My husband had grown up with shepherds and really 

wanted an Australian Shepherd mix puppy, so we held out for just 

the right one to come along. Then, along came Bindi. She was 

only 3 years old and was looking for a new home because her 

loving family couldn't keep her due to severe allergies. She was a 

purebred (a plus in many peoplesô book, but not in ours) and not a 

puppy, but her owner emailed a picture and we decided to go and 

meet her. 

She was in a small dog run because her family's yard was not fenced,  

and she could not go inside the house. It was clear that she was not getting enough exercise or affection - and 

was she ever affectionate! Her first greeting to me was a big kiss and a nibble on my ear, which I still get as a 

greeting to this day. 

Well, needless to say, we fell in love with Bindi right away and the feeling seemed to be mutual. She has settled 

right into our home and is very well mannered. We have come to appreciate the fact that she was already 

housebroken and trained, which would have been a large task for our busy household. She doesn't want my 

husband to leave her sight - and the first few times he did she howled like a wolf. She is a little more secure 

now, but she definitely wants her "pack" to all be together at all times. 

She is very affectionate with everyone in the family - including our 8 year old who is a little too noisy and fast 

moving for most animals to take. She ignored our little kitten at first, but Bella was not going to be ignored, so 

she started stalking and play-attacking. Bindi has only been with us for four weeks, but those two are now best 

of friends and run around the house taking turns chasing each other. We are very happy to have Bindi as a part 

of our family and I am very happy we did not pass her up in search of a puppy!
