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Reaching Out to Our Friends in the Community

I picked up a desperate phone message from Dorothy Roybal in September.  She was pleading with me to help 

her injured cat Baby.  He had been roaming outdoors and received a severe bite wound on his neck.  Dorothy 

tried desperately for two weeks to find medical help for Baby.  She didnôt have the funds to pay for his medical 

care.  She was at witôs end by the time she reached Good Samaritan.   

 

Dorothy is on disability for a back injury and lives in Section 8 housing.  I felt compelled to help her, but also 

made her promise that if we provided medical care for Baby that she could not let him outdoors any longer.  

She gave me her word that he would not be outside anymore!  Dorothy took Baby to Broadview Vet Clinic 

where they cleaned out the neck wound and gave him some antibiotics.  He started to improve right away.  I 

discovered that Baby wasnôt neutered or vaccinated.  He was a stray that Dorothy had taken in.  She had limited 

funds to care for the cat, but with so many homeless cats in shelters I thought it would be better for Good 

Samaritan to pay for his care and keep Baby in a loving home than to be added to the already crowded shelter 

population. 

 

After Babyôs neck wound had healed up we set up an appointment at Downtown Animal Care Center for Baby 

to be neutered and vaccinated.  Dorothy was so happy and thankful.  She called me multiple times to thank me 

for providing service to her cat.  She even sent a thank you note!  It was a pleasure to serve someone so 

grateful.  

 

Even though Dorothy is on a very limited income she has promised to donate $5.00 a month to Good 

Samaritan.  She donates $5.00 a month to her church and to us.  This may seem like a small amount, but itôs a 

lot of money for Dorothy to give on a fixed income.  If someone like her can help us out, Iôm sure others can 

make a small sacrifice and donate to the Good Sam animals. 

 

There are several times a year when we help out needy people who donôt have the funds to pay for medical 

emergencies for their pets.  We recently covered the medical bill for a six year old cat named Halo so he could 

have much needed dental care at the Sterling Animal Shelter.  The shelter didnôt have the funds to pay for 

Haloôs care and it seemed silly for a six year old cat to lose his life because he needed some dental work done.  

We also paid for a miniature schnauzer to have forty one bladder stones removed.  The dog was in dire need of 

help. 

 

The bulk of donations coming into Good Samaritan are spent to care for animals within our program.  But 

sometimes itôs just the right thing to do to help when there is dire need in our community.  There is nothing 

more satisfying than helping an animal who is suffering and will be greatly helped by receiving good medical 

care.
