They 

were semi-feral red tabby brothers.  

Isaac and Monkey were rescued 

from a feral colony in Canon City 

Colorado.  One of the feral feeders 

noticed Monkey was having 

difficulty walking.  She brought the 

cat up to Denver and Jenni took 

Monkey to her vet.   It was there  

she discovered that he had a .22 

gauge bullet lodged in his spine. He 

seemed to be getting along well, 

but needed a patient person to help 

wipe his fanny when he pooped in 

the litterbox. 

 

Monkeyôs adoptive mom called 

Jenni last week to say she needed to 

return him as his incontinence 

issues were getting worse. She has 

five other cats and itôs problematic 

to manage an incontinent cat with 

several other cats in the 

household.  If one is going outside 

the box, others tend to follow.  

Monkey (Now renamed Rusty) is 

able to urinate in the litterbox 

most of the time, but when he 

sleeps he leaks urine.  Most of the 

time he is able to poop in the 

litterbox but sometimes goes 

outside the box.  The nerve 

damage symptoms have escalated 

as Rusty has aged.  Jenni had his 

spine xrayed and it was the 

opinion of three different vets that 

if   he is getting progressively 

worse, then the damage is done 

and surgery to remove the bullet 

was not going to help.  

 

 Jenni had an ultrasound done on 

Rusty and it showed a lot of 

sludge in his bladder.  Itôs not 

emptying out completely.  She 

will be expressing his bladder 

manually to help empty it out.  

Heôs also on a special diet for  his 

urine crystal condition.

Willie had been at the kennel in Elizabeth for a 

very long time and was still in search of a Forever Family.  Willie is hard of hearing, was in need of a dental 

and had a limp that needed tending to.  We were so thankful the day Wil agreed to help us out with both dogs. 

To add an extra bonus to the mix, one of our

home, but he was willing to help Wil out.  He 

would help Wil get the foster dogs walked and 

take Wil and the dogs to medical appointments.

The guys found out that Sammy has pannus, an 

eye condition most commonly found among

Jim is going to take Willie, the Lhasa, for his dental appointment next week.  This will free up Wil to spend 

time with his other fosters.  We are always in need of foster parents.  Foster parents are the nuts and bolts of 

the organization and weôd be lost without them.  But if youôre not able to foster in your own home, perhaps 

youôd be willing to partner up with another foster family and help them with transporting animals for medical 

appointments, exercising the foster dogs, brushing the dogs or cats, socializing shy kittens, delivering food 

and supplies.
