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Our No Name Dog

We adopted the sweetest dog in the 

world about seven years ago. Beth 

Springer and her cohorts had 

brought Kayla from the Best 

Friends Animal Society in Kanab, 

Utah, where she was recovering 

from a broken hip after some kind 

of encounter with a vehicle. Kayla 

was gray around her muzzle, but 

that may have been due to 

overwhelming stress. Such a 

sensitive, smart, sweet dog must 

have suffered terribly at losing her 

family, being abandoned to fend for 

herself, and being so seriously 

injured. 

She was my constant companion all 

of those years, until she died last 

August of kidney disease. That 

summer, my in-laws were both 

hospitalized and then transferred to 

a nursing home - for recuperation, 

we thought. But my father-in-law 

died in October. Within days, my 

mother-in-law had fallen and 

broken her hip, for the second time 

in as many years. And, as the 

summer had progressed, her 

memory loss had become 

undeniable when she couldn’t tell 

my husband from his decade-older 

brother. 

Ours has been a very sad household 

this fall. We were dragging 

ourselves through our days, trying 

to keep up with the pace of our life 

and the extra schedule associated 

with having parents in failing 

health. 

We are truly grateful for our 

blessings - having work, having 

flexible work requirements, having 

Tom’s parents close enough to 

visit frequently, having had the 

time we had with these loved ones, 

and so much more. We were just in 

a place where it was harder than 

usual to appreciate all of those 

blessings.  Even the cats seemed 

depressed and crankier than usual. 

Kayla had been a protector and 

friend to them, too. 

Then along came ….. What’s His 

Name. 

This yellow lab with no name 

came bounding into our lives with 

a huge grin and a happy tail wag 

that spoke of exciting adventures 

to come. He had been found as a 

stray on the streets of Grand 

Junction. We agreed to take him as 

a foster if he could find a ride over 

the mountains, and wouldn’t eat 

the cats. 

So many volunteers came together 

to save this dog’s life: Whoever 

found him, and brought him into

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the Mesa County shelter;  the people who cared for him while he was at the shelter;  the person who contacted 

Beth to ask for help for him;  Beth, who organized and arranged it all;  the people who drove him over the 

mountains;  Bruce and Leslie, Good Sam foster parents, who picked him up and played host until we could 

come retrieve him;  the veterinarians who gave him a clean bill of health; and  Gary Springer, Jeff Johnston, 

and Lori Underwood, who brought toys and treats. 

The first two days, we worked hard to figure out what his name should be. Should we pick a cliché name like 

Rover or Spot? No, clearly not. A big blonde god like Thor, the Norse god of thunder (or something like that)? 

No, there’s no hard consonants that he can hear across the dog park. Odin, the Father of Norse gods? No, the 

father image - or the eye-plucking image - don’t fit. A regular name like Jack, Bruce or Charlie? No, no, no. 

Every idea was shot down by one member of the family or another. 

This dog seems to have no awareness - or thought - to his body position in space. He’s always bringing his 

head up to smack into something above him - drawers, coffee table tops, chair arms, etc. He’ll change 

direction and smack his nose into the couch, the kitchen cupboard, the doorway - whatever. He had walked 

right into a barbed wire fence before he noticed there was anything there. 

Someone suggested that this beautiful, golden-yellow, joyfully happy dog should be called “Clutzy Carl.”  We 

shot that one down immediately as well, of course.  But it is difficult not to think it at least five times a day. 

Now we really needed a name - just to get that one from circling three times and settling in. 

During these two days, this dog went on mile-long walks three times, played ball, played Frisbee, tried to 

chase the cats, stuck both paws in his water dish and started ‘digging,’ proved to be the sloppiest eater of dog 

treats that ever lived, tried to climb into each family member’s lap and cover his or her face with kisses ten 

deep, ran up and down the stairs dozens and dozens of times. 

He was so wild those first two days that we all thought we’d have to find another foster home for him. But he 

still needed a name. 

He’s yellow Lab. His personality is certainly electric. So, someone suggested ”Pikachu.” Do you remember 

Pikachu and the Pokémon cartoons? Pikachu is the yellow, electric companion to Ash Ketchum, the Pokémon 

trainer-in-training and the hero of the series.    That seemed to fit perfectly. Just one problem.  No one wanted 

to be caught dead hollering across the dog park:  “Peeeek-aaaa-chuuuuu!” 

Then someone suggested “Sparky.” That seemed corny and lame, at first. But the more we looked into those 

expressive, brown dog eyes, grinned at the biggest dog-smile and the happiest tail wag, cuddled and hugged 

and fended off kisses, the more “Sparky” seemed to fit. 

The third day, and every day since, Sparky has calmed down - a little. Maybe he just needed enough cuddle 

time, enough exercise to eliminate his ‘cabin fever’ from his days in the pet shelter, enough assurances of a 

good home and plenty of love - and assurances that the cats weren’t going to attack him in his sleep. Sparky 

and the cats have even worked out their differences - more or less. He quit lunging at them (mostly), and they 

quit threatening the claw treatment (mostly). 

We will never forget those we’ve lost, of course, and we’ll keep caring for, worrying about, and praying for 

my mother-in-law, but we’ve also been given a tremendous gift that brought happiness and light back into all 

of our lives. 

And Sparky isn’t a foster dog anymore.

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A Walk with the Ferals 
By Lorraine Lee 

Feral cats are abundant in Denver and are an extremely misunderstood group. The biggest challenge facing feral cats, and 

those who care for them, is controlling the population.  The intact ones must be trapped and spayed or neutered, or the 

colony will multiply rapidly. Unaltered female cats can have up to three or four litters with four to five kittens per litter a 

year. 

If you’ve ever driven down an alley or seen a cat quickly dart across the street in front 

of your car, chances are this cat is feral. A feral cat is usually an abandoned pet that has 

become antisocial from lack of human contact or a kitten born in the wild.  Kittens can 

be tamed up to 8 or 9 weeks of age if they are trapped and socialized. If they get past 

that age they are usually too wild to tame and become part of the feral population. 

Intact male cats spend their time searching for an unaltered female or fighting other 

male cats for dominance of a colony. The biggest complaint we hear is regarding the 

spraying of urine from these males or the howling cat fights at night. All this can be 

remedied with TNR – trap, neuter and release.   

There are many people who make a difference in controlling the feral cat population. 

Two local organizations that are more than willing to offer discount spays and neuters 

for your cats are Divine Feline and The Feline Fix.  Divine Feline has a mobile van  

that will come to your neighborhood and spend the day spaying and neutering cats.  All they need is electricity for the 

van. How simple that is?  Feline Fix has a crew set up at their permanent location. They are a spay/neuter clinic for tame 

or feral cats at extremely reasonable prices.  All you need to do is call to set up an appointment. You can reach the Divine 

Feline crew at 303-777-1723 or visit their web site http://www.divinefeline.org/. You can reach The Feline Fix at 303-

202-3516 or visit their website at www.thefelinefix.org. The feral cat volunteers frequently get calls for help with the 

stray cats. If there is a large group of intact cats in one area, Divine Feline will make arrangements to go to that area to do 

a spay/neuter clinic.  

There are also numerous unsung heroes who are the volunteer trappers and 

colony caretakers. These people are willing to trap the feral cats and take 

them to clinics, have them spayed or neutered, ear tipped, vaccinated, and 

released back into their locations.  Tame kittens that are trapped in time are 

socialized and adopted through no kill shelters or rescue groups like Good 

Samaritan. There are colony caretakers who are willing to set up feeding 

stations and feed these now sterile cats so they are healthy and can live out a 

fairly decent life. Cats that are sick or test positive for FIV or feline 

leukemia will be humanely euthanized.  

 Another part of the success factor in this equation is the wonderful people  

in neighborhoods who are willing to be a part of the solution. By simply allowing a feeding station in your back yard, or 

a dog house full of straw for the cats, we can keep the cats under our watchful eye and spot any new comers. If you 

would like to donate dry or canned cat food for the feral cats we have colony caretakers that would love to hear from you. 

Food donations can be left at Pet Station located at 2300 S. Colorado Blvd. on the southeast corner of Colorado and 

Iliff Avenue or Laund-Ur-Mutt at 12512-B Ken Caryl Avenue in Littleton.   You can also call 303-355-1246 and leave 

a message and we will arrange pick up.  We never turn down cat food!  There are so many ways to help feral cats.  Each 

person contributing in a small way can make a big difference in the life of a feral cat.

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Fostering From the Heart

I started fostering dogs in June 2010. I was working for another rescue group that primarily rescued puppies. I 

really enjoyed fostering puppies and getting my fix of puppy-breath kisses, but I wanted to see what it was like to 

help adult dogs. They are the dogs that we find in shelters that are desperate for a second chance with someone 

that will forgive their imperfections. That’s how I became involved with Good Samaritan Pet Adoption Center. 

I’ve been working with them for almost a year now and I couldn’t love it more!  They believe in rescuing dogs of 

all types, sizes and ages.   When I tell people about what I do, they always ask, “How do you do it?  How do you 

take care of a dog and let someone else take it home after you put in so much time?”  The answer is surprisingly 

complicated.  

The easy answer is that I love helping dogs get their second chance and it 

warms my heart to connect them to a new family. Welcoming a strange 

dog into your home can be kind of intimidating though. You really don’t 

know a whole lot about the dog’s background so you have to put your 

faith into a dog you’ve never met. You spend the first couple of days 

getting to know the dog’s “quirks” and hoping that he doesn’t destroy your 

house the first time you leave to go to work!  (Luckily, that has not 

happened to me yet). The dog now trusts you and his new surroundings, so 

he loyally follows you around the house and you start to understand what 

makes him tick.  You also begin to wonder, “How on Earth did someone 

ever let this great dog end up at a shelter?”  That is also when I realize that 

this dog has stolen a piece of my heart. 

Now it becomes a waiting game. You have this terrific dog that deserves 

the BEST home with the BEST family and you can’t wait for the 

adoption applications to start rolling in. Sometimes it takes a while, and 

sometimes it happens right away. I always have a mixed reaction when 

the first application is delivered. At first, I’m really excited at the dog’s 

chance to find a forever home. Then my heart sinks because I realize that 

sweet, sweet dog won’t be around to make me smile anymore.  

After I have my moment of excitement and sadness, the real work 

begins. Now I have to determine if the family and dog will be a good fit. 

I have to communicate all of the dog’s good points, while being honest 

about its “issues.”  Luckily, in my experience potential adopters are 

amazing people that just want to help the dog move forward. I have to 

judge a family’s reaction to the dog, as well as judge the dog’s reaction 

to the family. I truly believe that each dog chooses its owner in the 

adoption process. Sometimes a dog will immediately bond with the 

adopter and sometimes they won’t even make eye contact. I always let 

the dog help me “choose” the right family. 

Finally, adoption day arrives!  This is always my best day…and my 

worst. I am so happy to unite a dog with his forever family. The joy and 

excitement of someone adopting a new dog is so heartwarming and 

makes the whole process worthwhile.  On the other hand, I have given a 

piece of my heart to this dog and it’s hard to let them go without feeling 

sadness. So on adoption day, I rejoice and I grieve, wait a few weeks 

and begin the whole process all over again.

I can honestly say I never anticipated any of the situations I’ve had the pleasure to encounter while being a 

Good Samaritan Pet Center foster mom. The experience has been rewarding beyond my wildest dreams, and 

I’ve learned so much in the three-plus years I’ve been fostering. Life is definitely not always pretty in the pet 

world, and sometimes it hurts my heart to have to witness some of the injustices that occur on a daily basis 

because of irresponsible pet ownership.  But overall, luckily, the vast majority of encounters  have been 

positive, rewarding, and very fulfilling.  I have never regretted my decision to become a Good Sam Foster 

Parent because each and every situation has been a heartwarming and educational experience for my entire 

family and me. 

Another fostering first for me occurred this year, in August. A kind and generous woman had rescued a kitty 

that needed immediate TLC. According to Linda, the woman who purchased Ariel, she was tragically thin 

and needed a lot of tender loving care and food!  Very quickly, Ariel became an eating machine, even diving 

into Linda’s dog’s food!  And as Ariel, a petite young lady, orange and white with a perfect little orange 

heart on her side, began to fill out her tiny form, it became obvious that the weight she was gaining was not 

just from eating anything in her path. Ariel was pregnant, more than likely before Linda rescued her. Being 

unable to care for Ariel, Linda knew just where to turn - Good Samaritan Pet Center. When the call for help 

came over email from Beth, the Good Sam’s Director, I just knew Ariel was the next special event in our 

lives.  

Enter the Meyer Foster Family.  Already full to the brim with three foster kitties, all black as they are often 

times overlooked when it comes to potential adopters (believe it or not), we jumped at the opportunity to 

foster Ariel. Ariel arrived in our home on Friday, August 19
th

, after a full health check and testing for FIV 

and Leukemia (both negative results). Dr. Davies, at Broadview Animal Hospital, said everything seemed 

right on track and she was healthy, and ready to deliver in approximately two weeks. Upon Ariel’s arrival in 

our foster home, I began voraciously reading articles about how to care for a pregnant female, and the 

subsequent litter. Following the information I read in all the articles, the kitten whelping box was put in 

place. A quiet and warm area in a large closet with the door open, and the box lined with towels to allow 

Ariel to begin nesting, were all put in place awaiting the new arrivals. Our excitement grew as we waited, 

each week bringing a new discovery; her belly became more and more solid, followed by other physical 

changes that led us to believe kittens were arriving any day! 

In the wee hours of Saturday, September 10
th

 (9-10-11), Ariel gave birth to four adorable mini-me babies. 

The perfectly color coordinated litter; all complementing mom’s beautiful caramel, orange, and white color, 

came into this world soundlessly, as my 9-year-old granddaughter, Camryn (a foster mom in the making), 

slept in the same room and never heard a sound. That was until 5 a.m. when she heard a squeak, and 

recognized it was not the sound of Ariel!  She was so excited!  She bolted out of her bedroom and came 

knocking, loudly, on my bedroom door, announcing excitedly, “WE HAVE KITTENS!”  I dashed out of my 

room, towards hers, thinking they were in the process of arriving, but THEY WERE ALREADY HERE!  

Cleaned up and nursing as though they were pros at it, the miracle of birth had not only occurred, it was 

obvious that Ariel knew exactly what to do, and when. Instead of putting me through a stressful labor and 

delivery, (on my part!) she handled it all herself, just to have them primped and ready to view first thing that 

morning. She even accommodated my school schedule by delivering on a Saturday morning; in order for me

I can honestly say this fostering experience has not only touched 

me, but my entire family. Camryn, being the first to hear their 

tiny squeaks, proudly announced the birth and has announced 

many times since that she plans to be a veterinarian. We all visit 

often, so they are perfectly socialized and very healthy. The 

miracle of birth has definitely given us all cause to celebrate, and 

although we know they will be going to their forever homes all 

too soon, we have truly enjoyed, and learned, so much from 

them. And on more than one occasion, as I sit on the floor in that 

room that welcomed those new lives, my mind travels back to 

November of 2001 when, in that very room, we welcomed our 

very first granddaughter, Camryn home. That room was filled 

with love and celebration that day, and, once again, the love of a 

family graces that very room. The joy of birth…and the miracle 

of life. Oh yes, WE HAVE KITTENS!
